• Project F-26: Inspired by the Porsche® 935 and the legendary Slantnose, this 1,000-horsepower 
twin-turbo creation pairs extreme performance with sculptural design and advanced chassis 
architecture. Production is limited to 26 examples worldwide.

• Crafted in-house: Over 90% of components are designed and produced internally, from 
structural carbon fiber to billet aluminum details.

Beach facility - complete with a curated five-course dining experience by a private chef. 

• Tailored design: Each car is built entirely to specification, from paint finishes and interior 
materials (leather, Alcantara, carbon fiber) to performance configurations. 

• Engineering excellence: Every chassis undergoes significant reinforcement (150%+ rigidity 
improvement), combining carbon-fiber structures with magnesium and aluminum components to 
deliver a driving experience that surpasses many modern supercars while retaining an analogue 
connection to the road.
